Jacob’s spring 2012 Massachusetts English Proficiency Assessment (MEPA) score was Level 3 with a score of 467; his sub-scores in Listening, Speaking, Reading, and Writing were below the standard for progress.  Because the MEPA is no longer going to be administered to students in our schools, it is necessary to revise Jacob’s instructional plan to reflect the changes. The new assessment tool to be used in 2013 is the WIDA® ACCESS test.  The ACCESS test encompasses five English Language Development Standards that are as follows:

· Standard 1:  English language learners communicate for social and instructional purposes within the school setting.  This includes language of the classroom, and it crosses all disciplines.

· Standard 2:  English language learners communicate ideas and concepts necessary for academic success in the content area of Language Arts.  The language domains included are reading and writing, and examples of this type of communication include writing book reports, personal narratives, acting in a play, talking about poetry or folktales.

· Standard 3: English language learners communicate ideas and concepts necessary for academic success in the content area of Mathematics.  Examples of communication for this standard include discussing patterns and relationships, describing strategies to solve problems, units of measurement, and discussing basic operations.

· Standard 4: English language learners communicate ideas and concepts necessary for academic success in the content area of Science. Examples of communication for this standard include explaining experiments, writing reports, comparing attributes of items, and explaining changes.

· Standard 5: English language learners communicate ideas and concepts necessary for academic success in the content area of Social Studies. Examples of communication for this standard include writing historical essays, writing stories about historical artifacts, and talking about economics. 


The classroom teachers will develop specific student objectives for Jacob.  These will be based on current classroom content instruction, his level of proficiency, and grade level objectives found in the WIDA® English Language Development Standards, and the WIDA® Performance Level Indicators for Grades 1-2. 

Instructional plan (based on SEI Guidelines and student needs):

     In addition to student specific objectives, first grade teachers working with Jacob should:
· Provide frequent opportunities for interaction and discussion between the teacher and Jacob, and among other students that encourage elaborated responses by students about lesson concepts.

· Provide supplementary materials that support the content objectives and contextualize learning.  Examples of these materials include hands-on manipulatives, pictures, visuals, multimedia, demonstrations, adapted text, and graphic organizers.

· Pre-teach vocabulary prior to the teaching of content.

· Use content rich speech appropriate for Jacob’s English proficiency level.

· Provide a clear and explicit explanation of academic tasks.

· Provide content that is adapted however still challenging.  This includes texts, assignments, assessments, and presentation of content in all modalities within Jacob’s English proficiency level.

· Provide regular opportunities for practicing and applying new language and content knowledge in English.
· Provide focused English language tutoring three times a week for forty-five minutes (3x45).
A mid-year evaluation will take place to monitor progress and if necessary, Jacob’s instructional plan will be adjusted accordingly.  Please contact me with any questions or concerns about this student.
